


God is a Loving a Heavenly Father. He wants to 
connect you to His love and care. He loves you, and 
wants to hear from you.  

God is se nding out an invitation to everyone - 1)

including you - to come home to His love, care 
and blessing. He made you to be His friend and 
He has already put into your heart a desire to 
connect with Him.  

God sent Jesus, to take the blame and 2)

punishment for your sin. Two thousand years 
before you were born. He transferred the 
blame, of your sin and the sins of the world on 
to Jesus, His perfect Son. By this He cancelled 
out the judgments against us. When Jesus died 
on the Cross – He was taking our blame and 
guilt.  

You will receive total forgiveness when you 3)

accept and put your faith in this great FACT, with 
a sincere desire to be restored and connected 
with your Heavenly Father. Because of what 
Jesus has done for you, God will accept you as 
if you had never sinned.  

He will receive you with open arms when you 4)

return to Him. His love and care will become 
real to you. He will redeem you from all the 
messes of your past and set your life on a new 
foundation.  

God will give you a new upright heart and 5)

spirit. He will extract the corrupt, sinful, selfish 



part of your nature from you if you ask Him to. 
He will put His Spirit in you and come to live 
within you.  

YOUR PART  
PUT YOUR FAITH IN THIS FACT that God has 1)

already paid for your sin, RETURN HOME to His 
love, care and blessing and RECEIVE this 
restoration as a GIFT. Unless you turn to God 
and deliberately receive the benefits of what 
He has done for you – it can do you no good.  

RECOGNIZE that there is a corrupt element to 2)

your nature, from Adam, and lay down this 
unimprovable, element of your nature and 
RECEIVE the Holy Spirit to replace it. United 
with God, you become a new kind of human 
being who is filled with the nature of God.  

BE BAPTIZED. This is a public way of declaring 3)

you have died to your old life, have buried it, 
and are beginning a new life under the 
leadership of Jesus, your Lord and Savior.  

KEEP THANKING AND RECEIVING FROM GOD, 4)

Your Heavenly Father, every day. Yield yourself 
to Him and seek and follow the plans and 
purposes He has for you as revealed in the 
Bible and in the teachings of Jesus.  

FORGIVE EVERYONE. As God has forgiven you 5)

everything, you now forgive yourself and 



everyone who has hurt you and allow God to 
redeem your past.  

SEEK THE COMPANY OF OTHER BELIEVERS 6)

and become part of God‘s people who receive 
and transmit God’s love and kindness.  

GOD SAYS IT IN THE SCRIPTURES  
“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new 
creation; old things have passed away; behold, all 
things have become new.  

Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us 
to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us 
the ministry of reconciliation, that is, that God was 
in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not 
counting their trespasses to them, and has 
committed to us the word of reconciliation. Now 
then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though 
God were pleading through us: WE IMPLORE YOU 
ON CHRIST’S BEHALF, BE RECONCILED TO GOD.”  
(2 Cor. 5:17-20)  

“Surely He (the Messiah) has borne our griefs and 
carried our sorrows. Yet we esteemed Him stricken 
smitten by God, and afflicted. But He was wounded 
for our transgressions, He was bruised for our 
iniquities; the chastisement for our peace was upon 
Him, and by His stripes we are healed. All we like 
sheep have gone astray, we have turned everyone 
to his own way, and the Lord has laid on Him the 
iniquity of us all.” (Isa. 53.4-6)  



“He also brought me up out of a horrible pit, Out of 
the miry clay, And set my feet upon a rock, And 
established my steps” (Psalm 40.2)  

“For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed 
evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, 
thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lewdness, 
an evil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishness. All these 
evil things come from within and defile a man.” 
(Mark 7.21-23)

A Prayer To Accept Reconciliation  
With God, & Receive The Holy Spirit Father, God I 
come to You just as I am. I acknowledge I need help, 
have done wrong and cannot save myself. I believe, 
with all my heart, that on the Cross Your Son, Jesus, 
took the blame, shame, judgment and condemnation 
for all my sins and wrongs, and rose to give me His 
life, and that I can be forgiven, reconciled to you and 
receive a new nature.  

I accept Your forgiveness, and I in return forgive all 
others whatever wrong they have done against me. 
Take bitterness, anger, selfishness and all regrets 
out of my heart. I lay down on the Cross the sinful, 
selfish side of my nature. I ask You, Jesus, to come 
into my heart as my new ‘engine’ for living and 
replace the sinful part of my nature with Your life. 
Empower me by Your Spirit to live a life of love, 
righteousness, peace and joy. Live in me and love 
through me. I give myself to You, Lord Jesus, and I 
put my life under your protection.  

This day I make my decision to receive God’s gift of 
salvation, to receive the Spirit of Christ Jesus, my 
Lord and Savior into my heart, and I decide to follow 
Him and live by His way.
