it’s true! as the Bible says, “one will scarcely die for a righteous person -- 

though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die -- but God shows his 

love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.”  (Romans 5:7-8)

whether the world calls us a hero or a villain, The bible says that 

all of us are sinners, because our hearts are selfish and broken:

“For All have sinned, and fallen short of the Glory of God” (Romans 3:23)

no matter how hard we try to hide our sins, eventually the consequences will 

come due, and will be far more than we ever intended: “After desire has conceived, 

it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, gives birth to death.” (James 1:15)

because we can’t save ourselves, the only way to escape this death trap 

we’ve laid for ourselves is if someone else rescues us. and that’s why God sent 

his son Jesus to die for our sins -- to pay the price we couldn’t pay ourselves!

“For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life 

through Jesus Christ our Lord.” (Romans 6:23)

if we repent and turn to jesus, we can exchange our sinful heart for god’s love... 

our guilt for God’s forgiveness... and our fear of death for eternal life with Him! 

the first step is to repent and believe with a simple prayer like this: 

“Heavenly father, I confess that I am a sinner, and I believe that you sent your 

only son Jesus Christ to live, die and rise again to save me from my sins. Please 

forgive me, help me to trust in you, and to live a new life with your holy spirit.”

we’re not meant to live this new life alone. find a good church to be a part of,

and Read the Bible to learn more about what it means to follow Jesus. 

you can start in the new Testament, beginning with the book of Matthew.

why was
